Mobil teknolojilerin hizla
gelistigi giiniimiizde, sivil katilimin saglanabilmesi igin ihtiyag¢ duyulan temel kaynaklarin ve egitim materyallerinin hazirlanmasi, sivil
katilimin motivasyonun nasil arttirilabileceginin arastirilmasi, teknik altyapinin gelistirilmesi ve yapilan ¢alismanmin siirdiiriilebilir
olmast gibi ¢alismalart kapsayan Sivil Bilim, Tiirkiye'de ¢ok yeni bir aragtirma alamidir ve uygulamalart simirlidir. Bunun yaninda
gelismis iilkelerin bir¢cogunda giincel ve gelismekte olan bir arastirma alamdir ve bu alanda bir¢ok basarili ¢alisma gergeklestirilmigtir.
Sivil katilim saglandiginda toplumsal duyarlilik da geliseceginden, “bilim” de daha kapsayict olacaktir. Bu bildirinin amaci, Sivil Bilim
alaminda giiniimiize kadar yapumis ¢alismalart dzetlemek ve Tiirkiye 'deki gelismeleri degerlendirmektir.

Abstract

The role of geoinformatics in the development of citizen science

Citizen Science refers to the contribution of ordinary citizens in scientific processes. The key components of a citizen science project are
the development of training materials, searching for best-practises to improve citizen engagement, the development of the technical
infrastructure, and ensuring sustainability with the help of mobile technologies. Even though citizen science is currently an active
research agenda in developed countries, it is still considered to be a recent research endeavour in Turkey. Citizen participation in
science would raise public awareness, which eventually contributes to the democratization of the scientific processes and information
sharing. This paper aims to summarise the literature and discuss the progress made so far in Turkey. In addition, the help and the role
of geodata collection, analysis and presentation methods in the development of citizen science will be evaluated.
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
